NO CAMPS on Monday, May 28 and Wednesday, July 4th

Extended Care - NEW PROCEDURE - ADDITIONAL HOURS!

This year, extended care is an extra fee option, rather than a separate course. If extended care is offered,

when you register online for the camp, you will have the opportunity to add the Extended Care Extra Fee at
checkout. If you register at McLaren Lodge or a Recreation Center, please ask the registrar to add Extended Care
to your camp. You can then drop off your camper as early as 8am and pick up your camper as late as 6pm. All
participants not signed up for extended care must be picked up at the appropriate time. If you don't purchase
Extended Care and pickup late any day, the participant’s account will be charged for Extended Care. All late
pickups from Extended Care will result in an additional charge of $15 for the first 15 minutes and $1 per minute
after that.

What To Bring

For full day camps, please bring a healthy bag lunch and water to each day of camp. Please wear and bring
sunscreen if your camp is outdoors. Please wear appropriate clothing to camp: sneakers (closed toe shoes),
layers, etc. Some camps may require the participant to bring cash for additional expenses such as bus fare or
admission.

Special Prerequisites
Aquatics
Many of the Aquatic and Waterfront Camps require documentation of having passed a swim test.
Please go to http://sfrecpark.org/documents/deepwatertest.pdf to download the swim test form.

Early Childhood Camps
All participants in our early childhood camps must be potty trained in order to register.

Medical Conditions
Please be sure to inform us of any important medical conditions prior to the start of camp.

All campers will be issued a 2012 Summer Camp t-shirt each week. This year, we are giving out a different color
each week, so your child’s wardrobe will have lots of color! Please be sure to send your child to camp each day
in their Official SF Rec & Park Day Camp Shirt.

RPD Registration Policies

Payment

Online registration and payment can be made at sfRecOnline.org with Visa or MasterCard.
Walk-In registration at designated sites can be made with cash, check, Visa, or MasterCard.
Make checks payable to San Francisco Recreation and Park; Payment is due in full at time
of registration. If payment in full presents a financial hardship, please call us at 831.6800
for information on how to qualify for recreation scholarships.

Withdrawals & Transfers

You need to withdraw at least one week before the course starts, otherwise you will forfeit the
entire cost of the course. For every withdrawal or transfer from a paid activity, you will be charged
either $10 or 20% of the cost of the course, whichever is greater. The remaining balance will be
credited to your family account. Call 415-831-6800 to withdraw from a course.

Refunds
There will be a $10 refund processing fee for all payments requested from
account balance credits.

Scholarships

Recreation and Parks offers Recreation Scholarships to eligible individuals and families.
